The Legislature provided a new gap elimination adjustment formula for 2011-12

There computed gap elimination adjustment is less than the governor’s

The difference between the two is the GAP restoration

The complex formula is capped at no more than 

4.09% for the highest need districts (who also have low admin exp and high free and reduced lunch counts)

6.8% for the next neediest districts  

11% for all other districts…

The formula is the lesser of A or B on the enclosed printout

A

A takes the formula aid on the Governor’s report multiplies it by 6.4% of the Governor’s formula aid (without building and UPK)  and adds to it a calculation based on free and reduced lunch, combined wealth and enrollment

B

If a district is high tax low wealth they have a different formula

The lesser of A and B formula is than increased by the following restorations

--administrative efficiency

--needs based

--low wealth high tax

--enrollment adjustment 

--LEP restoration
